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ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS
Before assembling your Wilderbeast™ trailer, it is suggested that you study and see
how the trailer is folded and packed for storage. Also, read all the instructions before
using your new Wilderbeast™ trailer.

 UNFOLD AND SECURE THE MAIN FRAME SIDE BARS - FIG. 1 - 3
• Gently unfold the main frame assembly AA by pivoting its top frame assembly A

and moving it to the center as shown in FIG. 2.
• Unfold the side crossbars B by rotating it downward as shown in FIG. 3.
• Align and tighten the side crossbar knobs C with threaded holes D on the plastic

floor E.
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ASSEMBLY OF TONGUE PANNIER HOLDERS (OPTIONAL ACCESSORY) - FIG. 5A-5B
NOTE:  Tongue pannier holder brackets are an accessory and are not included with the

Wilderbeast™ trailer. They are sold separately.
• Install tongue pannier holders J to the sides of the u-shaped tongue K.
• Fasten the bolts L to secure the pannier holders to tongue K with a 4mm hex Allen

wrench.

SECURING THE TONGUE - FIG. 4
• Place the tongue Assembly CC (shown in FIG. 4) into the main frame assembly AA.

Insert the threaded shaft and knob N thru the main frame end plate and thru
tongue assembly M, and tighten threaded shaft into the main frame threaded plate
P. See FIG. 4.
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 INSTALLATION OF THE FENDER - FIG. 6
• Install the fender brace U to the fender R as

shown in FIG. 6.
• Secure the fender R to the main frame AA by

fastening it to the frame and to the dropouts F.

INSTALLATION OF THE WHEEL - FIG. 6
• ,Insert the wheel axle G into both wheel

dropouts F of main body frame AA.
• Clamp down the wheel axle to the wheel

dropouts by rotating the clamping handle H 90
degrees inward to secure the wheel in place.

You may need to adjust the clamping tension to
secure the wheel. In order to do so, release the
clamping handle H & hold the wheel axle nut I. By
turning the nut inward or outward on the threaded
axle, you are able to adjust the clamping tension.

INSTALLING THE SAFETY FLAG
• Insert safety flag pole Q into the holder

tube T located in the rear of main frame AA.
See FIG. 6.
